For this reason,
many are weak and sick among you, and many sleep. 1 Corinthians 11:26-30)

The Lord’s Supper is a testimony of the unity in faith. We ask that only those who have been instructed and
who are in fellowship with the Lutheran Church Missouri Synod come with a contrite and joyful heart to the
Lord’s Table. (Acts 2:42 And they continued steadfastly in the apostles’ doctrine and fellowship, in the

breaking of bread, and in prayers)
