Jesus Is Qur Good Samaritan

The Law commands that “you shall love the Lord your God” with all your heart, soul,
mind and strength (Luke 10:27), and that you shall “/ove your neighbor as yourself”
(Lev. 19:18). Love fulfills the Law because love does no harm to the neighbor. Christ
Jesus is the Good Samaritan, who with divine compassion saves you from all evil.
