God Manifests His Glory in the Humility and Weakness of Christ Crucified

The Lord tells His people, “I brought you up from the land of Egypt and redeemed you from
the house of slavery” (Micah 6:4). By the sacrifice of His beloved Son, He has redeemed us
from our slavery of sin and death; He has forgiven our transgressions by the shedding of His
blood.
